August 6, 2017 - THE TRANSFIGURATION OF THE LORD

One month ago, Bishop Kemme and a small contingent from our Diocese 
traveled to Orlando, Florida for the Convocation of Catholic Leaders. ! is 
unprecedented event focused on how the Church is to live out the “Joy of 
the Gospel” in the present day, something Pope Francis strongly encourages. 
! e fact is, every Pope has seen the importance of evangelization, founded 
on Christ’s own teaching, “Go therefore, and teach all nations.” However, 
for multiple reasons, evangelization by Catholics has fallen by the wayside 
over the years. Hence, evangelization was the main topic at the Orlando 
convocation, which sadly is not a “Catholic” term we’re comfortable using 
anymore, let alone practicing. 

To combat the perceived indiff erentism and lack of eff ort on our part as 
Catholics, there have been countless initiatives, programs, and models 
introduced in order to jump-start evangelization eff orts. Now many people 
have, and continue to, carry out great missionary eff orts; but by and large 
there has been a paralysis by analysis in this area. ! e fact that the importance 
of evangelization continues to be stressed, might indicate that we’re still not 
convinced of its importance. So here’s a question for all of us: If I believe that 
the Son of God became man, suff ered, and died an agonizing death on a cross 
because He loves me, why am I embarrassed or hesitant to share my faith? 

Our Lord desires a personal relationship with each and every one of us, 
and as a result, calls us to be a disciple of Him. Attempting to be a Catholic 
without being a disciple of Christ is like being a baseball fan who wears their 
favorite team’s paraphernalia, but doesn’t even know what month the playoff s 
begin. Sharing our Catholic faith with others should not be viewed as an 
obligation forced upon us by Christ, but rather as an exciting privilege. ! ere 
are numerous materials at our disposal for evangelization, but when it comes 
down to it; one simply must be willing to bring up in regular conversations the 
fact that God still matters, that Jesus Christ loves you, and that the Church’s 
mission and teachings aim to serve mankind. It might not seem normal at 
fi rst, but to use the old Nike slogan, “just do it.”
